FIRST LESSON Proverbs 8:1-4, 22-31

In the Bible, wisdom is portrayed in terms sometimes human and sometimes
divine. Often, wisdom is personified as feminine. In this passage, Woman
Wisdom is depicted not only as the first creation of God, but also as God'’s
helper, rejoicing in God’s creation, especially in human beings.

'Does not wisdom call,
and does not understanding raise her voice?
2 On the heights, beside the way,
at the crossroads she takes her stand;
? beside the gates in front of the town,
at the entrance of the portals she cries out:
*“To you, O people, I call,
and my cry is to all that live.
2 The LORD created me at the beginning of his work,
the first of his acts of long ago.
